I N F O  &  M A T E R I A L S
This project  uses  8 dif ferent fabrics

See chart  below for fabric quantit ies
1 ½ yd background fabric

½ yd binding
    3 ¼ yards backing

 yds each of 8 different printed fabrics (see chart below)1∕3
Note:  To get  consistent patterning across the ribbon, cut the pieces horizontally across fabric .
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MAKING THE RIBBON TAILS

1.  Mark a diagonal  l ine on the wrong s ide of  al l  3"  
printed  squares.  [ f ig  1]

2.  Take 4 of  the 5½" x 5½" squares of  BACK-
GROUND FABRIC  and the 3” squares of  FABRICS A, 
D, F, G.  Lay a 3"  square r ight s ides together to one 
corner of  the 5½" end of  BACKGROUND piece and 
sew on the diagonal  l ine.  Trim excess .  Press  
towards print .[ f ig  2a] Repeat with the 2nd square at  
the other corner of  the 5½" end.  Trim excess .  Press  
towards print .Make 4 r ibbon tai ls .  
[ f ig  2b]

3.  Repeat s t ep  2  with 2 5½" x 8½" BACKGROUND 
FABRIC with FABRICS E AND H 3"  squares.  [ f ig  3]

4.  Again,  repeat  s tep 2 using the 2 5½" x 9½" 
BACKGROUND FABRICS with FABRICS B AND C 3"  
squares.  [ f ig  4]

5.  Sew FABRICS B AND C r ibbon tai ls  to a matching 
fabric 5½" x 6½" rectangle.  [ f ig  4]

6.  Sew FABRICS A AND D r ibbon tai ls  to a matching 
fabric 5½" x 10½" rectangle.  [ f ig  5]

7.  Sew FABRIC F AND G r ibbon tai ls  to a matching 
fabric 5½" x 3½" rectangle.  [ f ig  6]

ASSEMBLING THE QUILT

8.  Arrange fabric pieces according to quil t  diagram 
working in rows across .

Row 1:  begin with a BACKGROUND 8½" x 15½" 
piece,  sew to the FABRIC A 5½" x 15½" piece,  and 
sew to a BACKGROUND 3½" x 15½" piece.  Continue 
fol lowing the QUILT DIAGRAM noting correct  order 
and s ize of  fabric -  be mindful  of  direct ion of  
prints .  Press  to one direct ion.

Row 2:  begin with FABRIC E r ibbon tai l  ends to the 
FABRIC A 5½" x 5½" piece.  Continue fol lowing the 
diagram across  the row. Press  rows in alternate 
direct ions from row to row.

9.  Continue fol lowing the QUILT DIAGRAM unti l  a l l  
9  rows are complete.

10.  Sew horizontal  rows together and press  in one 
direct ion.

11.  Layer the backing,  batt ing and quil t  top.  Baste,  
quil t  and bind.
